IH Palma occupies a large, elegant building in the very centre of the old
city, on the Plaza de Cort, immediately opposite the city hall. The Plaza
de Cort is one of the city’s oldest, busiest and most attractive squares.
It also contains an extraordinarily beautiful olive tree, which is said to
be several centuries old. IH Palma occupies one of the most prestigious
buildings on the square. The school has its own street level entrance on
the ground floor, which is where the main reception is located.

1. Intensive Group Courses

This is our 'standard' Spanish course
which is taken by 90% of our adult
students. It consists of 20 hours tuition
per week with classes normally held from
09.30-13.30, Monday to Friday.

We offer all levels of study which range
from absolute beginners to very
advanced.  Students with  some
knowledge of Spanish can start any
Monday throughout the year (except
public holidays). Courses for complete
beginners start on alternate Mondays.

2. Individual Tuition

Students can take from 1 to 6 hours of
individual tuition per day. Students can
either study entirely in this way, or, if they
prefer, combine an Intensive Group
Course in the mornings with 1, 2 or more
hours of individual tuition in the
afternoons.
